For the next and last Customer-Facing Subcommittee meeting, we have three goals:
1) Review material from 2nd set of data requests of existing utility metering infrastructure, replacement policies, and plans
2) Complete the Metering Scenario, Functionality, and Cost matrix including filling out the new worksheet on functionalities and activities (e.g., DG, DR, etc.) and reviewing the new incremental functionality worksheet
3) Continuing to brainstorm potential TVR and Metering-related principles/recommendations for the Steering Committee’s consideration

We will compile all the responses ahead of the meeting, and encourage you to work with other Subcommittee members in filling out the matrix (to improve the effort and minimize number of worksheets we need to collate).
2) Review the brainstormed principles/recommendations from our previous Subcommittee meeting on Time Varying Rates and Metering (we have included the other ones that are more broadly related to grid modernization in the document, but intend to focus only on the TVR and Metering ones at the Subcommittee meeting).  Come prepared to discuss the list and suggest additions, deletions, and improvements.  We encourage you to discuss these with other Subcommittee members.
