2. If utility-specific dockets, on what topics?

3. If generic docket(s), should the DPU have a single generic docket to address all GM issues, or should there be more than one generic docket?

4. If there is more than one generic docket, what topics would the separate dockets cover?  For example:
· (a) Overall GM regulatory framework, and (b) TVR.

· (a) Overall GM regulatory framework, and (b) TVR & Meters.

· (a) Customer-facing issues (TVR, DR & meters), and (b) Grid-Facing issues.

· (a) Overall GM regulatory framework, and (b) electric vehicles & TVR.

· Some other combination.

5. For each type of proceeding recommended above, what timeline would you recommend?

6. How much guidance should the DPU provide in setting up the next phase of this docket?  What should this guidance entail?  Should the DPU provide one or more straw proposals for parties to respond to?  
7. What elements would be appropriate, helpful, and/or required in DPU proceedings?    For example: technical sessions; comments and reply comments; full adjudicatory process (e.g., prefiled testimony, evidentiary hearings, briefs); combinations of the above.
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
